The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. 

Approve previous meeting minutes:  
A motion was made by Brett Darrow and seconded by Lewis Russell to approve the minutes of the December 19, 2005 meeting.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Forum:  Ernie Weaver expressed concern over the lack of cooperation between the AG Dept. and the Basketball coach.  Mr. Weaver believed that concessions needed to be made in order for kids to participate in two school events at the same time.
Payment of the bills:

A motion was made by Jim Potts and seconded by Lewis Russell to pay the bills.  The motion carried unanimously. 
TASB Update:

TASB Update 77 was discussed.  A motion was made by Lewis Russell and seconded by Brett Darrow to accept the update in its entirety.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Trash Collection Contract:

Duncan Disposal currently charges $426 per month for trash service.  They have offered to provide the same service for $310 per month.  Waste Management has proposed to provide the same service for $275 per month.  A motion was made by Jim Potts and seconded by Brett Darrow to sign a two year contract with Waste Management for trash service at $275 per month.  The motion carried unanimously.

Food Commodity Contract:
A motion was made by Doug Hall and seconded by Lewis Russell to contract with ESC Region 8 for food commodity products for the 2006-2007 school year.  The motion carried unanimously. 

The Board entered into executive session at 6:23 p.m. to discuss the superintendent’s appraisal and contract.

The Board came back to open session at 8:15 p.m.

A motion was made by Brian Lennon and seconded by Lewis Russell to give Mr. Johnson a two-year contract for the 2006-2007 and 2007-2008 school years, at $61,200 per year.  In addition, at such time that Mr. Johnson moved into his own house, a housing stipend would be provided.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Mr. Johnson advised the Board on the progress being made at the concession stand.

A motion was made by Jim Potts and seconded by Brian Lennon to adjourn.  The motion carried unanimously.
