Approve previous meeting minutes:  
A motion was made by Doug Hall and seconded by Kristi Burnett to approve the minutes of the March 17, 2014 meeting.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Bill Barron, of Ram Tech Building, gave a proposal for expansion of the elementary school.  He provided three different proposals with approximate costs to give the Board an idea of how much construction might run.  Mr. Barron explained Ram Tech’s building process and answered numerous questions about building from the Board.

Payment of the bills:

A motion was made by Doug Hall and seconded by Jim Potts to pay the bills.  The motion carried unanimously.

Decide on Local Credit for on-line classes:

A motion was made by Jim Potts and seconded by Doug Hall to give local credit for students taking on-line classes that are not dual credit courses. The grade will be weighted as regular courses and will not be considered in class ranking.

On-line classes taken for dual credit will be rated as dual credit courses and will be considered in class ranking.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Board Policy EIC (local):

A motion was made by Jim Potts and seconded by Rolanda Hasten to change the wording in EIC (local) to reflect changes in law.  The motion carried unanimously. 
Instructional Materials List:

A motion was made by Rolanda Hasten and seconded by Lewis Russell to approve the State’s Instructional Materials list.  The motion carried unanimously.

School Calendar:

A motion was made by Doug Hall and seconded by Rolanda Hasten to approve the proposed 2014-2015 school calendar.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Johnson provided three informational proposals for mowing as the Board requested.  The proposals were:

A motion was made by Rolanda Hasten and seconded by Lewis Russell to accept the resignation of Brian Jackson at the end of the 2013-2014 year.  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Kristi Burnett and seconded by Brian Lennon to raise the athletic director stipend to a total of $10,000 for the 2014-2015 school year.  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Jim Potts and seconded by Kristi Burnett to add a Foreign Language teacher for the 2014-2015 school year.  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Kristi Burnett and seconded by Jim Potts to create a technology director position, (not to start in excess of $42,000 per year).  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Rolanda Hasten and seconded by Jim Potts to have only one AG teacher for the 2014-2015 school year.  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Lewis Russell and seconded by Brian Lennon to notify Stephanie Lynch of the intent to non-extend her probationary contract in the best interest of the district.  The motion carried unanimously.
Administrative Reports:

Superintendent—Mr. Johnson advised the Board that only two people responded to give a proposal for erecting a fence on the east side of the new property.  
Principal’s Reports:

Mrs. Fox reported on up-coming events and that elementary enrollment was 130 –down 4 from last month.
Mrs. Irby reported on up-coming events and that secondary enrollment was 112-down 1 from last month.  
Total enrollment of 242.
