At approximately 6:02 p.m. the meeting was called to order by Brandon Darrow. 
Public Forum:  Brandon Killpatrick wanted to complain about Coach Ramsey.  He complained that Coach Ramsey had run up the score on the Roxton game earlier in the basketball season.  He also complained that Coach Ramsey had sworn and kicked the trash can in the locker room after a summer league game the previous weekend.  The room was full of 13-14 year old girls.  

Mr. Killpatrick felt that Coach Ramsey was too immature to be a head coach and asked the Board to revisit the issue about Coach Ramsey coaching.  He said he had met briefly with Coach Billingsley before the school Board meeting.

Amanda Killpatrick felt that Coach Ramsey exhibited non-professional conduct in the classroom and made immature comments.  They both said they supported Coach Billingsley.

President Darrow thanked them for their input. 
Board minutes:

TASB Update 107:

A motion was made by Eric Mabe and seconded by John Wilbur to accept the TASB update 107 in its entirety.  The motion carried unanimously.

Alternative curriculum choices:

Mr. Billingsley advised the Board that alternative curriculum was available in addition to English 4.  A motion was made by Eric Mabe and seconded by Doug Hall to allow students to take the alternative choices if they chose.  The motion carried unanimously.

At 6:50 p.m. the Board entered into executive session to discuss auxiliary pay scales and possible District longevity stipend.  
At 8:20 p.m. the Board returned to open session.  
A motion was made by Doug Hall and seconded by Clark May to table the auxiliary pay scales until next meeting.  The motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Bret Garrett and seconded by John Wilbur to apply the longevity stipend to all employees of the District.  The motion carried unanimously.

Superintendents Report:
Mr. Johnson reported that he wanted to pursue having fuel tanks at the school as it would be cheaper and handier for the District.

Mr. Johnson gave the Board an update on the Board Book program and told the Board that iPads had been ordered for them.

Mr. Johnson reported that the administrative policy GKC had been updated referring to registered sex offenders.  
Mr. Johnson reported that the Raptor identification checking system had been ordered.  All visitors to the schools would have to be checked using their driver’s license.
