Item A: Septic System
Ken Sloan will be here to address the board about possible solutions to the sewer problem.  He has been in contact with Mr. Williams, the engineer, and they are exploring all possible solutions.  Mr. Williams is currently on Federal jury duty.

Item B: New Dress Code
A copy of the proposed new dress code is enclosed for your reading and comments.

Item C: Shared Service Agreement with PJC
Paris Junior College has been the fiscal agent for federal and state adult literacy funds in the past.  Our minutes need to reflect continued acceptance of this shared service agreement.

Item D: Food Service Interlocal Agreement
