Item IV B: Cleaning Contract
I missed the posting requirement in June by a couple of days so it had to be advertised in July.  We received two bids; one from Mr. T’s and one from Total Cleaning.  We will open them at the meeting.  If they are close I would recommend staying with Mr. T’s as they have done a much better job than Total ever did for us.

Item IV C:  Adoption of text books

Now that the legislature has acted on the text books we can now adopt the state approved texts.

Item IV D: Adoption of Student Handbook

We have had to wait for the legislature’s changes to get a handbook done.  This handbook is about the same as previous years, but it includes any changes in the law.  We use the model supplied by TASB.

Item IV E: Adoption of Student Code of Conduct

There have been many changes to the code of conduct due to legislative action.  There are several areas that decisions must be made by the Board.  This model also comes from TASB.  We have left corporal punishment in pending a decision by the Attorney General.

Item IV F: 4-H resolution

Each year the Board has to vote to give the local 4-H extracurricular status.  This allows students to not be penalized for attending their 4-H shows.

Item IV G: Tech-Prep

The Board has to agree to the annual partnership with Tec-Prep.  It costs the district nothing, but it does provide work experience materials to the district, as well as any grant monies that may be available.

Item IV H: Budget

I hope to have the proposed budget done.  I am still waiting for some figures from the business office and the state.  

Item IV I: Proposed Tax Rate

Raising the M&O rate this year will not be of great benefit.  We could possibly lower the I&S rate by three cents and add it to the M&O.  This would generate approximately eleven thousand additional dollars without changing the tax burden.
