Item IV D:  Hopkins County Appraisal District
It is again time to sign the contract with the Appraisal District for tax assessment responsibilities.

Item IV E:  Disclosure Notices

I have just learned that anyone having an interest bearing account with Alliance Bank must file a disclosure notice; this includes your immediate family.  I will have forms available.

Item IV F:  Voting Machine Resolution
Section 61.012 of the Texas Election Code requires that an electronic voting system must be in place starting January 1, 2006.  This machine must be used in all elections held after that date.  This is the result of the Help America Vote Act passed last year.  A resolution must be signed stating what kind of machine will be used and stating our compliance with State and Federal voting laws.
Item IV G:  Lease for Voting Machine
As a result of the above mentioned voting changes, a machine must be procured.  The County obtained a grant to purchase machines for us to lease.  It will cost approximately $3,100 to lease machines for early voting and the general election day voting.  This cost is in addition to the regular costs we incur during a board election-usually under $500.  I hope by next year we are able to locate a less costly system that meets the State requirements, but is seems for this year we are stuck with the county.
