The Miller Grove School Board met in a Regular session with the following members present:

The meeting was called to order at 6:34 p.m.

A motion was made by Brian Lennon and seconded by Roy Giles to approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  Lewis Russell voted no. 
Public Forum:  No one present.
Ken Sloan addressed the board about the sewer system.  He said he had been working with Mr. Williams, the engineer, to try to decide what possible remedies were available to install an efficient system.  Mr. Sloan said that water usage was not a problem, but the drip system just would not work in clay soil.  Mr. Sloan advised that they were working diligently to solve the problem this summer while school was out.  He advised that he would make a presentation to the board when a plan was developed and that all options would be explored.
Roy Giles requested that proof of performance bonds be located and the bonding company contacted to see if they would take any action on the sewer problem.

A motion was made by Roy Giles and seconded by Brian Lennon to accept the new dress code, as long as it was strictly enforced.  Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Johnny Wilbur and seconded by Lewis Russell to approve a shared services agreement with Paris Junior College to be the fiscal agent for adult literacy and TANF funds.  Motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Johnny Wilbur and seconded by Lewis Russell to enter into a coop agreement with Region 8 for cafeteria food purchases.  Motion carried unanimously.
A motion was made by Roy Giles and seconded by Brian Lennon to adopt Hampton Brown textbooks for ESL and Holt Science textbooks for high school. Motion carried unanimously.
Entered into executive session at 8:00 p.m.

Came out of executive session at 9:05 p.m.

A motion was made by Lewis Russell and seconded by Brian Lennon to employ Linda Bailey on a one year probationary contract as elementary principal at $43,000 for 11 months starting August 1, 2004.  Motion carried unanimously.  

A motion was made by Lewis Russell and seconded by Brian Lennon to establish a new aide position for special education and ESL that is paid for with Federal funds.  The position is to be on a year to year basis if funding is available. Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Johnson shared the current property tax collection information with the board.

Mr. Johnson shared the update on campus beautification and maintenance projects that have been completed in the past month.

A motion was made by Roy Giles and seconded by Brian Lennon adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously.
