The meeting was called to order at 6:06 p.m. 

Public Forum:  Sonia Earp said she had talked with many parents at the State track meet from all types of schools and they could not believe how well Miller Grove did not having a track of their own. She encouraged the Board to consider having a bond election for a new elementary addition, updating or replacing the old gym, and a new track.  She said she has been talking to people who live in the district and she thought it would have a good chance of passing. 
President Mabe advised her that the school had limited funds and was in the process of getting  some proposals to see how best to address those very building issues. 

Approve previous meeting minutes:

Payment of the bills:

At 6:16 pm Thomas Jenkins and David Hoover presented a proposal on building an elementary addition.  They presented a generalized drawing and felt they could do it for between $1.2 and $1.5 million.  They then answered questions from the Board.

At 6:45 pm Mike Brown of Government Capital gave a presentation of the different funding mechanisms available to schools for building projects.
