A motion was made by Eric Mabe and seconded by Bret Garrett to establish a pay grade 2 to apply to the secretaries and Cafeteria Manager.  This pay scale adds $3,000 to the starting pay step of the existing auxiliary pay scale.  The motion carried unanimously. 

A motion was made by Doug Hall and seconded by John Wilbur to approve the administrative position of District Special Programs Coordinator.  The motion carried unanimously.

A motion was made by Brian Lennon and seconded by Clark May to add $89 to the current $911 the teachers are receiving for a total of $1,000.  This makes the District’s teacher pay State Base plus $2,000.   The motion carried unanimously.
