Item VI Copier Contract:

I have had several conversations with the present copier company.  They are trying to keep the copier running while looking for a replacement.  They are not concerned about the payment being withheld as the contract sets out the penalties, fines, and fees for late payments.  According to the school attorney, as long as CPI is responding when we call and trying to make the repairs, they are not in default.  But, if we withhold payment, we become in default of the contract and are open to penalties.  The attorney said that in most cases a suit would be filed in another state and we would have to send our attorney there to answer the charges.  The lawyer said her advice would be to full fill the contract, which would show no default on our part.  In light of this information, I would suggest paying the August bill.
I contacted the copy service on the TAPS list and explained about the double payment for the first three months.  They have resubmitted a proposal for a 63 month contract.  There would be no payment for the first three months and the proposed payments would commence on the fourth month.

Item VII Close-out procedures:

The Board is required to be notified about financial end of the year closeout procedures-know as JVs.  These procedures are a series of accounting pass through to balance accounts.  The Board has to approve the actions-indicating they are aware of them.
