IV B: TASB Update
TASB has provided update 77 reflecting changes in law from the second half of the recent legislature and special sessions.  A brief summary page is included in your packet.

IV C: Trash Collection
I was contacted by Waste Management who made an offer of $285.28 per month for the same service we are getting now.  When I called Duncan Disposal to see if we had a contract, they called back with a different rate proposal than we pay now.  We currently pay $426.06.  Duncan said they could do it for $310 per month, but they had to have a one year contract.  Waste Management does not have to have a contract, but it would be beneficial with the cost of fuel.
In summary:

We currently pay $426 per month.

Duncan proposed a new rate of $310 per month.  A savings of $116.

Waste Management proposed a rate of $285 per month.  A savings of $141.

IV D:  Commodity Agreement
It is time to again sign the commodity agreement through Region 8 for the 2006-2007 school year.  This agreement allows us to purchase commodity foods at a low price as Region 8 is bidding for all of the member districts.  The cost is $50.
