Item IVB: Auditor’s Contract for 08-09
We have received one bid for auditing services for next year from Arnold, Walker, Arnold and Company.  The bid is for $6,280.  This is the same firm we have used for several years.   
Item IVC:  Cleaning Bid
We have received one bid for cleaning services for the 08-09 school year.  I was told that the rate was higher than last year due to rising costs of fuel and materials.  I am looking into the costs of providing all or part of the cleaning services ourselves.  I do not have all of the figures yet, but I think we may be able to do this service cheaper ourselves.  I would recommend postponing accepting the cleaning contract for a month to get more figures together.  I have been upfront with Shannon from the start about this comparison and he is also working on a proposal for waxing only.

Item IVD:  TASB Update 83
We have received another update from TASB.  A brief summary of the changes are enclosed.

Item IVE: Financial Update

As we are all aware money is really tight.  I have been able to cover June’s payments, but all of the bills cannot be paid until after we receive our State money on the 25th.  It looks like we will have to borrow some money in mid July and August to make payroll and pay it back at the end of the month.  I have an appointment with the bank Thursday morning to find out exactly what options there are.  We are required to have an authorization for me to make any loan from the bank.  It is quite possible they will issue a line of credit, which would be easiest, but I will not know until Thursday.  Projections at this time show us finishing the year in the black; there is just the problem with the state paying at the end of the month.

Item IVF:  Deaf services agreement

The Board needs to accept the Greenville School for the Deaf agreement again this year.

Item IVG:  Board paid life insurance

We have been offered an opportunity to purchase additional life insurance for $1.10 per person per month.  At this time that figures out to be $462 per year.  This would provide each employee $150,000 in coverage.  This would be a very nice thing to do for our employees and be a good faith gesture that the Board does value the District’s employees.

Item IVH:  Plumbing repair at the rental house

We have spent a lot of money repairing leaks under the rental house in the past several years.  The plumbers are saying that the plumbing and fittings need to be replaced as they are not able to guarantee the work any longer.  They have proposed replacing all the pipes and fittings for $2,200.  Coach Billingsley provided me with this information after the last plumber’s visit.  
Item IVI:  Change in July meeting date
Due to the way the Mondays fall in July, I would ask that the Board meeting be held on Monday, July 14 instead of July 21.  This change would allow us to close the district for the last two weeks of July to provide vacations and cut district expenses.

Item IVJ:  Johnson’s medical reimbursement request
I recommend that we offer the $250 from the Morning Star account.  This is the same amount given to Mr. Millard in a similar situation.  If you want me to give more you will have to let me know at the meeting.
